Sage (Salvia spp.), belonging to the Lamiaceae family, is an aromatic plant and includes about 900 species
that grow

in several regions all over the world [1]. This genus showed a very high variability of both morphological
and cariological

characters [2]. Since ancient times, this genus has been used in folk medicine and as a flavoring agent [3].
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
